Public liability insurance

Event organisers must have public liability insurance, ensuring individuals involved are financially
protected against loss should an incident occur.

A Certificate of Currency must be provided to Council, showing that the event is covered for a
minimum of $20 million. Please note your Certificate of Currency should list Queanbeyan-
Palerang Council and the Minister administering Crown Lands as interested parties.

The Certificate of Currency must cover the set up and dismantle period of your event as well as
the actual event itself.

Event organisers may also be requested to obtain certificates of currency from sub-contractors
providing event services, for example jumping castle operators, amusement rides or performers.
Please see the Event Guide for more details.
