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Bridge construction continuing over the Queanbey.
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The Ellerton Drive extension is nearing completion and is expected to open mid-2020, weather

permitting. We will update the community as work progresses prior to opening the new road.

Bridge construction progress

Work on the bridge has reached a significant milestone with all nine bridge segments now launched across
the Queanbeyan River. Work is continuing to complete the bridge deck, install barriers and railings on the
bridge and construct the road approaches.
